$69,917,060. This would require a transfer of $1,585,919 from General Fund Reserves to
balance with the projected revenues.

Any further changes to the budget should be in the form of a motion and should
be addressed prior to adoption of the budget and the corresponding appropriations
resolution.

Mr. Cope reviewed some revenue line items he had questions about and asked if
there was a way to decrease the phone expenses.

Mr. Poe stated that all phone lines are with Verizon and that the 911 trunk lines
are the most expensive. Comcast does offer phone service in the area, he isn’t sure they
could offer the trunk lines, but he will look into Comcast’s service.

Mr. Cope asked if the cost for the Who’s Responding app was included in the
budget.

Mr. Poe stated that it is not included.
