Amendment to remove pyrolysis as a permissible use in the M-2, General
Industrial District. If approved, the new text would read as follows:

Allowed Use

“Materials Recovery Facility. A solid waste management facility that
provides for the extraction from solid waste of recyclable materials, materials
suitable for use as a fuel or soil amendment, or any combination of such
materials but not to include the process of pyrolysis, all subject to the
following conditions:

All sorting of materials must take place within an enclosed structure.
Applicant must meet all applicable Virginia Department of Environmental
Quality and Environmental Protection Agency requirements.

No material will be buried, landfilled or permanently stored on the property or
anywhere within the borders of Lee County other than as provided for under
Section 4-8. (b) (12) of this ordinance.

There shall be no open burning on the property.

Set back minimums of at least 100 feet from any street and any adjoining
parcel shall be required for any structure or active area.

A wastewater treatment plan for the facility must be approved by the Lee
County Public Service Authority or its successors, assigns or designees.
There shall be no salvage yard activities allowed at the facility for the
recovery of vehicle or used motor parts.
